The ACUFactor Market Rating is United Guaranty’s patent-pending forecasting tool
that assists mortgage lenders in understanding the economic risk associated with a
particular CBSA, a region of the country, or the entire United States.

ACUFactor provides easy-to-interpret charts that identify a CBSA’s economic
direction relative to the rest of the country. The index reflects trends in four
economic sectors: home prices, local economy, demographic stability, and
mortgage delinquency rates.

Analyzing such trends is frequently used in stock markets to determine certain
trigger points in an area’s economy. Based on four “economic sectors” in the model,
ACUFactor ranks each CBSA'’s future performance on a scale of 1 to 10. Someone
using the ACUFactor report can easily identify the “best” and “worst” markets over
the next four to eight quarters.

Analyzing Markets with ACUFactor

ACUFactor allows analysts to select a CBSA — or multiple CBSAs — for analysis, and
then provides a number (or “score”) that specifies geographic mortgage risk, relative
to all other CBSAs in the model.

ACUFactor also generates charts that compare a CBSA'’s risk score and market
statistics to national averages. Each CBSA report includes a graph that plots
changes in the risk ranking over the past 10 years, allowing the user to quickly view
market risk trends for a particular CBSA.

Understanding the CBSA Score
ACUFactor is based on four economic sectors within a CBSA: home prices, overall
economy, demographic stability, and mortgage delinquency trends.

For each selected CBSA, the model provides a ranking based on a tiered grading
system ranging from 1 to 10:

* A score of 1 indicates that a CBSA is very unlikely to experience future decline.
* A score of 10 indicates the greatest chance for future decline.

The ACUFactor report provides a comment on the direction in which a CBSA score is
headed as compared to its previous quarterly score. “Positive” indicates that the
score has improved since the previous quarter (the score has moved from a higher
risk ranking to a lower one). Likewise, “negative” indicates that the score has
moved up from its prior level, indicating that changes among the four model
variables are likely to trigger increased market risk.

Graph of historical ACUFactor scores. Shows how the level of risk has
changed over the past 10 years for the CBSA. If the slope of the graph is
moving toward the top, then risk is increasing. Likewise, if it is moving
toward the bottom, then risk is decreasing.

An overall ACUFactor score and a score for each of the economic
sectors in the model (home prices, local economy, population
stability, and mortgage delinquency rates). United Guaranty has
analyzed mortgage delinquency patterns and identified several different
economic and market conditions associated with high default rates. The
economic sectors used in the ACUFactor model reflect the underlying
strengths and weaknesses in a CBSA, and which ultimately drive the
ACUFactor score. The ACUFactor score, in turn, is a reflection of how each
sector is performing and how the total market ranks against all other
CBSAs.

a. Home prices — A measure of the movement of single-family
house prices at various geographic levels.

b. Local economy — Income levels, unemployment rates, and
industry diversity.*

c. Demographic stability — Population patterns of the CBSAs.

d. Mortgage delinquency — Loans that are 60 days past due.

1 Diversity: The ratio of a CBSAs' employment distribution compared to the national employment
distribution among industries.

Table showing home price appreciation, employment change,
unemployment rate, and income data for the CBSA and the U.S.
Each value is compared to the nationwide average.

a. Home Prices: CBSA and U.S. existing home price change over
the previous year (from conventional and conforming home
price index change over the course of four quarters, as
reported by the Office of Federal Housing Enterprise Oversight
— OFHEO).

b. Employment: Includes (1) CBSA employment numbers —
showing the size of the CBSA and (2) CBSA and U.S.
employment change over the previous year. The sum of
mining, construction, manufacturing, transportation/public
utilities, wholesale/retail trade, financial/real estate, services,
and government employment.

c. Unemployment Rate: CBSA and U.S. unemployment
percentages?.

d. Income per Employed: CBSA and U.S. income change over
the previous year. Measures income received by households
from employment (including self), investments, and transfers
payments.

4. Graphs of the data appearing in the table. A line graph of each value
reported in the table illustrates changes in the component over the past
10 years, comparing the CBSA to U.S. figures. The graphs and how to
interpret them are discussed here:

a. Home Prices: This graph compares price changes for existing
homes. A metro area change that greatly exceeds the overall
U.S. change may reflect a speculative “bubble” that may not be
substantiated by relative income increases within the CBSA.

b. Employment: A high employment growth rate within a CBSA
indicates a robust economy that may be accompanied by
considerable housing activity. An excessively high growth rate
may indicate the presence of speculative excesses, which can
precede severe economic downturns. In this case, the U.S.
rate serves as a benchmark, as it does in the next two graphs.

C. Unemployment Rate: Low unemployment rates? often
indicate a robust economy, while high rates indicate a stagnant
or recessive economy. The change in the unemployment rate
can also be used to monitor economic trends.

2 These are measures of the extent of unemployment in the labor force at some particular time, expressed
as a percentage of the total available labor force; calculated by dividing the number of people classified as
unemployed by the number of people classified as being members of the labor force.
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d. Income per Employed: High income growth is needed to
support high home-price growth. When income growth
stagnates, home-price appreciation will tend to decelerate.

United Guaranty’s patent-pending ACUFactor Market Rating
is a forecasting model that displays the estimated economic
risk associated with a particular CBSA.

The model presents charts, trends, rankings, and relative
analyses of economic sectors within the CBSA and includes
national CBSA rankings and individual trends along four
economic sectors: home prices, economy, population
stability, and delinquency rates.

The ACUFactor score rates a metro area on a scale from 1
to 10, where 1 is the lowest indication of future decline and
10 is the highest. The ACUFactor score is the relative rank
of each CBSA compared to all others ranked by the
analysis. The ACUFactor score — which allows a relative
comparison of a single CBSA or region of the country to
general U.S. scores — enables analysts to distinguish which
real estate markets may be best for product introduction.

Risk grades, which are low, relatively low, neutral,
relatively high, and high, indicate economic risk, where
“Low” indicates a low probability of economic decline, and
“High” indicates a high probability of economic decline.

The ACUFactor score is derived
from how each sector is performing and how the total
market ranks against all other CBSAs.

Akron, OH

The increase in rank for Akron, OH, from 2 to 6 is driven by a large increase in the Economy Sector and a
smaller increase in the Home Price Appreciation Sector. The increase in the Economy Sector from 4 to 8 was
due to a rise in unemployment from 5.7% to 6.9%. The Home Price Appreciation Sector increased in rank from
1 to 4 due to a downturn in annual home price appreciation from .2% to -3.5%. The Delinquency and Stability
sectors remained steady. Overall, the ACUFactor score of 6 indicates that Akron, OH, is currently at a
moderate risk of overall future decline.

Anchorage, AK

The decrease in rank for Anchorage, AK, from 6 to 2 was brought about by a moderate decrease in the
Economy Sector and smaller decreases in the Delinquency and Home Price Appreciation Sectors. The Economy
Sector decreased from 5 to 2, due primarily to a decrease in unemployment from 6.1% to 5.9%. The Home
Price Appreciation Sector also decreased from 7 to 5, due to an increase in annual home price appreciation
from -.7% to .3%. The Delinquency Sector decreased from 3 to 1, due to a minor decrease in delinquency.
The Stability Sector remained the same. Overall, the ACUFactor score of 2 indicates that Anchorage, AK, is
currently at a low risk of overall future decline.

Charlotte-Gastonia-
Concord, NC-SC

The increase in rank for Charlotte-Gastonia-Concord, NC-SC , from 5 to 7 is primarily due to a moderate
increase in the Home Price Appreciation Sector and small increases in the Economy and Delinquency Sectors.
The increase in the Home Price Appreciation Sector from 2 to 5 is driven by a decrease in annual home price
appreciation from 5.1% to 1.6%. The Economy Sector rank increased from 8 to 9 due to an increase in
unemployment from 5.8% to 6.9%. The Delinquency Sector increased from 5 to 6 due to an increase in
delinquencies. The Stability Sector rank remained the same. Overall, the ACUFactor score of 7 indicates that
Charlotte-Gastonia-Concord, NC-SC, is currently at a moderately high risk of overall future decline.

The decrease in rank for Little Rock-North Little Rock, AR, from 4 to 2 is primarily due to a moderate decrease
in the Home Price Appreciation Sector and a small decrease in the Stability Sector. The Home Price
Appreciation Sector decreased from 5 to 3 despite a decline in annual home price appreciation from 1.19% to
1.0%. The Stability Sector rank decreased from 7 to 6 due to an increase in population from 671,730 to
673,010. The Economy and Delinquency Sectors remained unchanged. Overall, the ACUFactor score of 2
indicates that Little Rock-North Little Rock, AR, is currently at a low risk of overall future decline.

General Concept of Metropolitan Areas

The general concept of a metropolitan area is one of a large population center, together with adjacent
communities that have a high degree of economic and social integration with that center. Some
metropolitan areas are defined around two or more centers.

Metropolitan areas are defined by the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB).

Metropolitan Statistical Areas (MSAs)

Previous ACUFactor® reports used metropolitan areas defined by the OMB as of June 30, 1999, and
based on 1990 standards. Metropolitan areas consisted of one or more counties, except in the New
England states, where the components were cities and towns. In order to be defined as a metropolitan
area by these standards, the area's population must satisfy the following:

e a city with a population of 50,000 or more, or

e an urbanized area with a population of at least 50,000, provided that the component
counties had a population of at least 100,000.
The 1999 definition included three types of metropolitan areas:
e Metropolitan Statistical Areas (MSAS).
e Primary Metropolitan Statistical Areas (PMSAS).
e Consolidated Metropolitan Statistical Areas (CMSAS).

MSAs were stand-alone areas, but CMSAs were defined as groups of PMSAs. The U.S. had 258 MSAs,
73 PMSAs, and 18 CMSAs based on the 1999 definition.

Each metropolitan area was assigned a four-digit Federal Information Processing Standard (FIPS)
code, listed in alphabetical order nationwide.

Core-Based Statistical Areas (CBSAs)

The OMB announced new metropolitan area definitions on June 6, 2003, based on application of the
2000 Census data. All metropolitan areas nationwide are now defined by one or more counties.

The U.S. has three types of metropolitan areas defined, and they are collectively referred to as Core-
Based Statistical Areas (CBSASs):

e Metropolitan Statistical Areas (Metros).

e Micropolitan Statistical Areas (Micros).

e Metropolitan Divisions (Divisions).
In order to be defined as a metropolitan area by these standards, the area's population must satisfy the
following:

For Metros:
e at least one urbanized area with a population of 50,000 or more, and

e adjacent territory that has a high degree of social and economic integration with the
core, based on commuting ties.

For Micros:
e at least one urban cluster with a population of at least 10,000 but less than 50,000, and

e adjacent territory that has a high degree of social and economic integration with the
core, based on commuting ties.

Using these definitions, 29 Divisions are subsets of 11 of the 361 Metro areas. The Division level is
used, when available, for ACUFactor reporting since it more closely resembles the old MSA definitions.

These new areas may not be directly comparable to MSAs, PMSAs, and CMSAs defined as of 1999. In
addition to the new designation of Micro areas, the following kinds of changes may affect the definition
of individual Metro areas:

a county or counties added or deleted.

e two or more MSAs merged to form a single Metro area.

a MSA split to form multiple Metro and Micro areas.

e reclassification as a Micro area.

Each metropolitan area is assigned a five-digit FIPS code, listed in alphabetical order nationwide.
